Current high school transcript.

Proof of ACT or SAT score (unless not required by accredited post-secondary institution).

One letter of recommendation from a teacher (sealed in an envelope with signature on flap).

Proof of acceptance at an accredited post-secondary institution in the field of forestry, environmental science,
or natural resources.

Resume including extracurricular activities, awards, leadership, community service, and work experience.
Essay (500-750 words, 12 pt type, double-spaced) on the following topic:

“"How does the study of forestry benefit the wood flooring industry?”

Failure to meet any of the criteria outlined, or to submit all materials requested, will disqualify your entry.
